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Abstract

Under the background of deepening globalization and the continuous advancement of the “Belt and Road” Initiative, there is a
growing and urgent demand for interdisciplinary foreign language talents in the international community. Such professionals are
required not only to possess proficient language application skills, but also to have a strong command of international norms and
cross-cultural competencies, enabling them to adapt to the increasingly complex and changing landscape of international cooperation.
This paper examines the current structural challenges in cultivating foreign language talents—including homogeneous training
objectives, disconnections in curriculum design, and insufficient practical training—in light of the talent demands arising from
globalization and the Belt and Road Initiative. By integrating regional industrial needs with the characteristics of international
exchanges in the new era, it systematically explores innovative pathways for cultivating interdisciplinary foreign language talents
in local universities. The study proposes specific strategies such as restructuring a “Foreign Language Plus” curriculum system,
deepening industry-education integration, and enhancing cross-cultural communication skills and digital literacy. It aims to provide
insights for the transformation of foreign language education in local universities and the cultivation of high-quality applied talents.
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
