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The Practical Exploration of Cooperative Learning Mode
by New Course Reformation in Su Style

Abstract

New course reformation emphasizes on students’ subjectivities and initiatives, which is based on students’ development, inclining
to centered on students and cultivating their independent, cooperative, and explosive abilities. Group-based cooperative mode is
an important route to realize oral language target in classes, and it’s prominent in the application of course reformation in Su Style,
however, it requires more systematic research. Thereby, by main example of five lessons on “Seasons” in the second year of junior
middle school classes among about 150 students as chief source of experiment, it presents specific implementation process of
cooperative learning mode centered on students, with questionaries, which integrates “independent learning, cooperative learning,
leading to learn and evaluating to learn”. Through comparative data, it analyzes the influence of further application of the mode into
oral English level for either teachers or students. Moreover, in contrast with classes centered on teachers, it illustrates differences and
features of two modes, drawing lessons from advanced theories and operative methods of course reformation in Su Style to explore
diversified teaching mode and broaden horizon of professional foreign language education.
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
