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Abstract

In the current era of in-depth globalization and increasingly frequent cultural exchanges, integration and confrontation, the integrated
development of China’s fine traditional culture and the Sinicization and modernization of Marxism has become a major issue
concerning cultural confidence, national development and the rejuvenation of the nation. An in-depth exploration of the compatibility
and integration path between the two is of profound significance for enriching the theoretical system and promoting practical
development.
