Micro dissemination and ideological and political education:
exploring the path of integrating micro films into the construction
of a clean culture in universities
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Abstract

The education of integrity culture in universities is a fundamental project that advances the comprehensive strategy of “ensuring that
officials dare not, cannot, and do not want to be corrupt.” As a form of “micro” communication, microfilms, characterized by their
conciseness, strong storytelling, and emotional resonance, provide an effective pathway for innovating integrity education within
the broader “macro ideological and political education” framework. However, current practices face challenges such as insufficient
professional expertise in production, traditional communication forms, lack of collaborative mechanisms, and an underdeveloped
evaluation system.This study explores a systematic approach to integrating microfilms into the construction of integrity culture
in universities. It investigates implementation paths across four dimensions: content production, communication and promotion,
educational integration, and supportive guarantees. Specifically, it involves incorporating microfilm works into the curriculum system
and promoting student-led creation, facilitating a shift from “passive acceptance” to active internalization. The aim is to leverage
microfilms in transforming campus integrity culture from mere “documents” into a lived “culture,” thereby supporting the fulfillment
of the fundamental task of fostering virtue and nurturing talent.
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
