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Abstract

University-school collaborative action research serves as a bridge between higher education and K-12 schooling. It not only enhances
the instructional inquiry capacity of school teachers but also provides meaningful support for university faculty’s professional
development. Focusing on university faculty within such collaborations, this study employs participatory observation, semi-
structured interviews, and questionnaires to longitudinally track five university teachers engaged in a University-Supported Affiliated-
School collaborative action research project. The study investigates how university-school collaboration influences faculty members’
identity construction, practice-based understandings, and research capabilities, and further examines whether and in what ways
these collaborations promote their professional development. Findings are intended to offer practice-oriented insights for deepening
university-school partnerships and advancing the professional growth of university teachers.
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
