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Abstract

Against the backdrop of the diversification of global art education, watercolor art, as an important medium for cross-cultural
communication, presents unique regional aesthetic differences. Chinese watercolor focuses on the charm of brush and ink and the
artistic conception of imagery, while Western watercolor emphasizes the structure of light and shadow, color gradation and visual
reality. This article takes the comparison of Chinese and Western watercolors as the entry point to explore the construction path of
the integrated aesthetic teaching system. Through literature analysis and teaching practice, a systematic reconstruction plan from
aesthetic concepts, curriculum structure to evaluation mechanisms is proposed. Research suggests that the integrated teaching of
Chinese and Western watercolor should be based on aesthetic empathy and cultural mutual interpretation, taking into account both
Eastern imagery thinking and Western rational modeling, to promote the improvement of students’ comprehensive aesthetic ability
and cross-cultural artistic expression ability.
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
