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Abstract

Hockey, as a popular sport combining competitiveness and entertainment value, has attracted widespread attention and plays a
significant role in promoting the development of the sports industry and the spread of sports culture. To better advance research in
the field of hockey, this study summarizes the current status and hot topics in China’s hockey research. Based on journal literature
related to “hockey” from the China National Knowledge Infrastructure (CNKI) database, CiteSpace6.4 software was used to visualize
and analyze China’s hockey research, aiming to obtain the latest information, focal points, and research methods, as well as predict
future trends. The review reveals: (1) Hockey remains a focal point in sports-related research in China, and it is recommended to
incorporate multidisciplinary theories for comprehensive studies; (2) The literature sources in the hockey field are relatively limited,
and collaboration among authors in this area is insufficient. It is advocated to enhance interaction among authors and conduct
interdisciplinary research to achieve better results; (3) The research methods are primarily quantitative, with emphasis on the
evaluation and testing of questionnaires and scales.
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
