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Abstract

Due to misunderstandings in educational guidance and social value orientation from parents in most problem families, deviations
have occurred in children’s first classroom - family education. This has led children to stray from the right path in terms of
understanding social knowledge, ethical cognition, moral values, and pursuit of faith, placing pressure on schools and society. Some
children have even turned to crime. Instead of recognizing their own misguided influence, parents shift the blame to schools and
society. These families pay little attention to passive learning organized by parent schools, believing education is solely the school’s
responsibility. How to improve parents’ active cognition and initiative in attending parent school programs is a significant challenge
in current parent school research. Transforming parents from passive receivers to active learners, and shifting parent schools from
passive teaching to active advocacy, is an inevitable trend in promoting family education.
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
