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The improvement of basic sketch teaching in fine arts
majors in colleges and universities under the background
of existing art examination
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Abstract

In the current art college entrance examination model dominated by photo-based and memory drawing assessments, art training
institutions often employ cost-effective imitation teaching methods for sketch instruction. This quick-fix approach essentially amounts
to “pulling up seedlings to help them grow” —a practice that cultivates superficial imitation in students from the outset, resulting
in deficiencies like lack of three-dimensional perception, weak holistic awareness, and piecemeal composition habits. Meanwhile,
university-level art courses follow a phased training system with randomly assigned instructors. Such randomness and temporary
teacher accountability undermine methodological consistency and hinder habit formation. Remember: Breaking bad habits is harder
than forming good ones! Through analyzing the essence of sketch thinking and addressing current flaws in art exam preparation, this
paper proposes pedagogical strategies focusing on cultivating sketch thinking and developing habitual practices. The aim is to inspire
peers and collectively advance sketch education development.
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
