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Abstract

Red resources, which embody the spiritual lineage and values of the Chinese Communists, serve as a fundamental pillar for
developing the “Holistic Ideological and Political Education” in higher vocational institutions in the new era. To address the isolation
often seen in ideological and political education, the key lies in promoting collaboration among schools, enterprises, society, and
families, transforming red resources into a driving force for education. Starting from the threefold value of red resources—political
guidance, cultural foundation, and educational timeliness—this paper clarifies the roles and responsibilities of schools, enterprises,
society, and families in collaborative education. It analyzes current practical issues, such as the lack of mechanisms, superficial
utilization of resources, lagging evaluation systems, and cognitive biases. Furthermore, it proposes a systematic practice path
structured around a “multi-participation mechanism—collaborative education platform—optimized resource allocation—evaluation
and supervision system.” This framework aims to provide a feasible solution for fostering an open and integrated ideological and
political education model in higher vocational education.
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
