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Abstract

This paper primarily explores the design and implementation of ideological and political education in e-commerce professional courses.
It begins by elucidating the connotation, disciplinary characteristics, and educational value of such courses, affirming that ideological
and political education serves as a crucial pathway to integrate value guidance with professional cultivation. Subsequently, it
constructs the core framework of ideological and political education design from three dimensions: content selection, identification of
ideological and political alignment points, and design principles. Finally, it proposes three implementation approaches—developing
teaching resources and integrating them into classrooms, embedding ideological and political elements in practical sessions, and
establishing evaluation and safeguard systems. With the aim of breaking the dichotomy between ideological and political education
and professional courses, these measures seek to optimize talent cultivation models, fostering high-quality e-commerce professionals
who possess both professional competence and ethical integrity. This approach promotes the healthy development of the industry and
facilitates the smooth advancement of national digital economy strategies.
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
