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The Application of the Home-School-Society Collaborative
Model in the Moral Education Management of Vocational
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Abstract

In response to the problems of a single subject, scattered resources, and insufficient practical support in the moral education
management of secondary vocational students, this paper introduces the home-school-community collaborative model for practical
research. From aspects such as multi-subject collaborative operation, communication platform construction, integration of social
resources, and improvement of the evaluation mechanism, it explores the implementation path of moral education management.
