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Abstract

Against the backdrop of diversified higher education development, private institutions have assumed a prominent role in talent
cultivation and cultural heritage preservation. As a multi-ethnic region, Guangxi’s private higher education institutions demonstrate
distinctive regional and ethnic characteristics in cultural education. However, constraints such as policy environments, social
perceptions, resource distribution, and internal governance have led to deficiencies in the construction of cultural education systems.
This paper analyzes key factors influencing the development of cultural education characteristics in Guangxi’s private higher
education institutions from four dimensions: government policies, social support, institutional culture, and student agency. It reveals
their intrinsic connections and proposes pathways to strengthen policy safeguards, build regional cultural identity, deepen cultural
practice mechanisms, and enhance students ‘cultural confidence, aiming to promote the distinctive and sustainable development of
cultural education in Guangxi’s private higher education institutions.
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
