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Abstract

Huxiang red culture is a vital resource for ideological and political education in higher vocational institutions. Taking Hunan
Electrical Vocational Technical College as an example, this study explores its integration pathways within the “big ideological and
political education” framework. Addressing current issues such as students’ cognitive detachment, crude resource transformation, and
ineffective collaboration mechanisms, the research proposes a four-in-one practical pathway comprising “resource transformation—
teaching innovation—faculty enhancement—mechanism support,” aiming to overcome the dilemma of “emphasizing skills over
values.” The study concludes that the “pragmatic and practical” spirit of Huxiang culture aligns deeply with the vocational education
principle of “unity of knowledge and action.” Systematic integration can transform red culture from “entering textbooks” to “embodied
craftsmanship,” providing a practical model for the cultivation of local red culture in higher vocational institutions
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
