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Exploring new paths for retired university student soldiers to
contribute to the construction of national defense education in
schools
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Abstract

This article aims to explore new paths for retired university student soldiers to integrate into ideological and political education,
especially in the practice and system construction of national defense education in schools. This group of retired university student
soldiers is growing increasingly large, however, they often face difficulties after returning to school, in integrating into the school
education environment, campus life environment, and daily interactions with student groups. These shortcomings directly affect the
group’s ability to play its due role. These reasons are reflected at three levels: individual, group interaction, and policy mechanism.
Therefore, it is necessary to address them through bottom-up mobilization and top-down policy support to better enhance the
initiative of the retired university student group to participate in the construction of national defense education in schools.
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
