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Abstract

Under the strategic guidance of the overall national security outlook, national security education has become a core component of
the fundamental task of fostering virtue and talent in colleges and universities. However, traditional national security education in
higher education institutions is often confined to the campus and theoretical classrooms, facing practical bottlenecks such as a lack of
practical carriers, a single educational model, and difficulties in the transformation of knowledge into action. Police community work,
as the frontline for maintaining social stability and preventing and defusing security risks, possesses abundant real-case resources,
practical governance experience, and a grid-based management platform. Integrating national security education in colleges and
universities with police community work to build a new model of “police-university collaboration” in education is not only an
inevitable choice for expanding the breadth and depth of ideological and political education but also an innovative approach to
strengthening the defense line of grassroots social governance. This paper starts by analyzing the value logic of their collaboration,
then delves into the structural predicaments that current colleges and universities face in terms of resource integration, ideological
prevention, and digital intelligence application. Subsequently, it proposes a collaborative education path between universities and
police communities that involves multi-party participation, all-round education, and practical drills, based on dimensions such as
artificial intelligence empowerment, immersive teaching innovation, and the construction of “big ideological and political courses”,
with the aim of providing theoretical support and policy references for cultivating new era talents with a high sense of national
security and practical capabilities.
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
