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Abstract

In the context of China’s strategic goals to build a culturally and educationally strong nation in the new era, opera-based aesthetic
education—serving as a vital pathway for preserving China’s outstanding traditional culture and fulfilling the fundamental mission of
fostering virtue through education—demands urgent model innovation. Addressing the prevalent challenge in current university opera
education of “emphasizing knowledge over practice and lecture-based instruction over experiential learning,” this study examines the
innovative practices at the Film Criticism Center of Taishan University of Science and Technology as a case study. It proposes and
thoroughly analyzes a closed-loop educational model centered on opera films, integrating “classroom learning, practical application,
and creative output.” The model establishes a comprehensive educational ecosystem encompassing aesthetic enlightenment,
immersive experiences, creative production, and achievement-based incentives. Research demonstrates that this closed-loop system
effectively enhances students’ learning agency, achieving synergistic educational outcomes in value guidance, cultural preservation
and innovation, aesthetic literacy development, and practical skill cultivation, offering significant methodological insights and broad
applicability.
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
