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Abstract

Based on the 2022 edition of the new curriculum standards, this article proposes potential resources for development and construction
in areas such as local geography, geographical practical skills, and interdisciplinary thematic learning materials, from the perspective
of geography curriculum resource development and in conjunction with current supporting curriculum resources for junior high
school geography. Guided by a commitment to education, the article aims to enrich the curriculum resources for the junior high
school geography discipline. Regarding resource development, it suggests compiling local geography into formal textbooks and
effectively integrating humanities subjects with literary resources to maximize the utilization of curriculum materials. This approach
seeks to implement core values, enhance disciplinary competencies, better adhere to Xi Jinping’s Thought on Socialism with Chinese
Characteristics for a New Era and the Party’s educational policies, and emphasize the paramount importance of curriculum resources
in fostering moral education and talent cultivation.
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
