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Abstract

The Chinese language curriculum in secondary vocational education not only imparts linguistic knowledge but also plays a crucial
role in cultivating students ‘professional competence, humanistic values, expressive skills, and aesthetic appreciation. Given the
significant variations in students’ foundational knowledge and some students ‘lack of interest in Chinese learning, traditional lecture-
based classrooms often suffer from superficial text comprehension, passive participation, and fragmented skill development. The
situational teaching approach emphasizes organizing instructional activities within authentic, concrete, and tangible learning contexts,
effectively integrating linguistic knowledge with life experiences and vocational practices to enhance students’ learning engagement
and expressive motivation. Implementing this method in vocational Chinese classrooms helps improve classroom dynamics and
strengthen students’ reading comprehension, oral communication, writing proficiency, and comprehensive application abilities. This
article examines the practical value, challenges, and implementation strategies of situational teaching in the context of vocational
Chinese education, offering actionable recommendations to inform curriculum reform efforts.
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
