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Abstract

As an important form of visual art, oil painting has undergone hundreds of years of development and evolution, and the portrayal
of female images in its history has profound cultural and social significance. From the sacred women of the Renaissance to the
transformation of female images in modern oil painting, oil painting art not only reflects the social gender concepts of different
historical periods, but also shapes people’s cognition and expectations of gender roles to a certain extent. This article analyzes the
portrayal of female images in the history of oil painting art, explores the cultural symbols and social status changes of women in
different historical backgrounds, and analyzes how oil painting art reflects and participates in the changes of gender concepts. From
the idealized female images in classical times to the deconstruction of female images in modernism, this article aims to reveal
the interactive relationship between artistic creation and social gender concepts through a review of the history of oil painting art,
reflecting the cultural symbols of female images in oil painting art and the subsequent social gender changes. By analyzing oil
paintings from different periods and genres, this article aims to explore how oil painting art influences and shapes society’s perception
of female roles, and further explore how gender concepts evolve with social change.
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
