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Abstract

This study focuses on the historical districts of Suzhou, exploring their revitalization and utilization models from the perspective of
cultural empowerment. Through literature analysis, field research, and case studies, it systematically examines the cultural resource
characteristics and values of Suzhou’s historical districts, and analyzes the main issues in current revitalization efforts. This paper
proposes innovative pathways from five dimensions: policy mechanisms, spatial transformation, industrial integration, digital
technology, and community participation, providing a reference for the protection and revitalization of historical districts in other
cities.
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
