Abstract

With the development of painting art in the new era, continuous innovation is made on the basis of inheriting traditional Chinese
painting techniques, and various painting techniques and styles that use the creation of various textures are constantly emerging. The
‘folded texture technique’ has matured through exploration and practice in the new era, and it has been widely applied in traditional
Chinese painting. This technique involves creating a wrinkled texture by pressing paper into a ball, known as the ‘wringing paper’
method. It is primarily represented by the ‘wrinkled paper texture technique’ of the renowned Northern painter Li Guangbin, which
is more accurately referred to as the ‘folded texture technique.” Through research and practice, the ‘folded texture technique’ has
reached new artistic heights in depicting rime and snow scenes, and it continues to be used to expand the depiction of ‘spring,
summer, and autumn’ landscapes. In particular, this method is used to paint snow scenes without the traditional techniques of painting
snow without the help of chemical elements such as “salt, alkali and alum”. A theoretical system of painting rime snow scenes with
innovation and unique style and charm is formed.
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
