Abstract

Against the backdrop of the construction of the aesthetic education system in the new era, the aesthetic education value of intangible
cultural heritage urgently needs to be systematically explored. This study takes the myths of the Qiang ethnic group as the research
object, analyzes their four-dimensional educational values of cultivating diverse aesthetic perception abilities, stimulating imagination
and creativity, promoting national cultural identity, and conveying ecological aesthetic views, and reveals the unique role of intangible
cultural heritage in the development of children’s aesthetic abilities.
