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Analysis on the guiding role of mainstream media sports
reports under the strategy of sports power

Abstract

The rapid advancement of digitalization, networking, and intelligent technologies has profoundly transformed the landscape of sports
news dissemination. New media platforms such as Weibo, WeChat Official Accounts, and short video platforms have rapidly emerged
as central players in public discourse, serving as vital channels for information access, opinion expression, and social engagement.
Within this evolving ecosystem, mainstream media’s sports reporting faces growing risks of marginalization in shaping public
opinion. Challenges including diminishing credibility, weakened agenda-setting capacity, and eroding audience trust have become
increasingly prominent. Consequently, how mainstream media can enhance its role in guiding public discourse and reconstructing
the value communication system under the Sports Power Strategy in the new media environment has become an urgent challenge
requiring resolution. This paper conducts a focused analysis of the strategic implications and implementation strategies for sports
reporting in the context of China’s Sports Power Initiative.
