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The Innovative Practice of Brush White Calligraphy:
Deconstruction of Ding Huiyi’s “Brush White Calligraphy”

Abstract

Based on Xie He’s “Six Principles” system as the theoretical foundation, this article systematically deconstructs the “White Brush
Calligraphy” art system established by contemporary artist Ding Huiyi through formal analysis and iconographic research methods.
The research finds that this art form has successfully constructed a four-dimensional aesthetic space for calligraphy art through
the innovative application of the “white silk” technique. Its practical path effectively Bridges the formal boundaries of traditional
calligraphy and painting art, and reconstructs a vivid aesthetic paradigm in the order of ink and brush that interplay the real and
the illusory. Further research reveals that the dialectical law of hardness and softness contained in the artistic language of brush
calligraphy precisely forms a deep intertextuality with the contemporary Chinese spirit.
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
