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Research on Perceptual Differences in Localized Oil Painting
Creation from a Cross-cultural Perspective

Abstract

Against the backdrop of accelerated global cultural exchanges, oil painting, as an important form of Western visual culture, its
integration with the local art context of the East has become a significant issue in artistic creation and theoretical research. The cross-
cultural perspective has brought new cognitive dimensions to oil painting, but it has also triggered differences in perception patterns,
aesthetic structures and symbolic understanding. This article, from the perspectives of cultural psychology and art anthropology,
explores the perceptual differences and cultural adaptation paths in the localization process of oil painting. By analyzing the image
construction and aesthetic psychology of the visual systems in China and the West, a perceptual reconstruction strategy for oil
painting creation in a cross-cultural context is proposed.

It should be based on local experience
and cultural subjectivity to build a contemporary oil painting system with a global perspective and national spirit.
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
