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Abstract

The era of converged media has reshaped communication structures, transforming TV journalists from information gatherers into
content producers who integrate topic planning, cross-platform expression, and public opinion guidance. Professional competencies
have expanded beyond traditional news gathering and broadcasting to encompass integrated skills such as editorial coordination,
data analysis, technical expression, and journalistic ethics. However, challenges persist in skill updates, content innovation, and value
judgment. This paper proposes a four-dimensional framework for enhancing journalists’ professional competence—professional
awareness, technical proficiency, content innovation, and ethical cultivation—based on analyzing changes in the news ecosystem and
role transitions. It also suggests improvement pathways through talent development systems, media organizational mechanisms, and
industry standardization, providing references for the transformation of the TV news industry.
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
