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Analysis of market value and collection prospect of root
carving works

Abstract

Root carving, as an important component of China’s traditional arts and crafts, uses natural tree roots as materials and adopts the
creative philosophy of “adapting techniques to materials and shaping forms according to their natural contours.” It integrates natural
forms with human ingenuity, reflecting a unique Eastern aesthetic and cultural connotation. This paper systematically analyzes the
market value of root carving works from four dimensions: artistic value, cultural inheritance value, economic investment value, and
aesthetic and social value. It points out that the uniqueness of artistic creation, cultural carrying capacity, scarcity, and appreciation
potential are the core factors driving market development. Meanwhile, considering cultural identity, artistic aesthetics, resource
scarcity, the influence of renowned artists, as well as market standardization and industrialization, the paper explores the collection
prospects of root carving works, aiming to provide references for the innovation and sustainable development of traditional arts and
crafts industries.
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
