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Abstract

New media technologies and multi-platform ecosystems are reshaping the discourse of international communication and the
mechanisms connecting audiences, driving China’s mainstream media to transition from traditional external promotion to multi-
node interaction and contextualized storytelling. Grounded in the Chinese context and using relevant media practices as samples, this
paper combines policy texts and communication examples to systematically examine the operational logic across five dimensions:
institutional arrangements, content production, channel coordination, brand operations, and agenda-setting. Based on this analysis, it
proposes actionable strategic frameworks and evaluation criteria. The study aims to provide methodological references for advancing
institutionalized and assessable international communication practices in the complex global communication environment.
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
