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Abstract

With the deepening implementation of the national strategy for cultural power and rural revitalization, the protection and
revitalization of intangible cultural heritage and cultural relics in rural areas have gradually become a key driver for promoting
the integrated development of local culture, economy, and tourism. This study, focusing on “Empowering Rural Cultural-Tourism
Integration through Intangible Cultural Heritage and Cultural Relics,” systematically examines the cultural value and economic
potential of these resources. It analyzes major models and existing challenges in current rural cultural-tourism integration practices,
while exploring innovative pathways and sustainable development mechanisms. The research reveals that intangible cultural
heritage and relics can effectively enhance rural cultural-tourism branding and community co-creation through cultural narrative
reconstruction, spatial landscape development, digital dissemination, and industrial chain integration. Based on case studies, this
paper proposes a three-dimensional collaborative model combining “cultural DNA + digital innovation + community participation”
to achieve the transformation of intangible cultural heritage resources from preservation to creative utilization, providing reference
pathways for rural cultural revitalization and cultural-tourism integration.
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
