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Abstract

With the evolution of contemporary art context and the updating of aesthetic concepts, Gongbi Flower and Bird Painting, a traditional
Chinese painting form, has shown new development trends in material application and artistic language. Traditional meticulous
flower and bird painting is renowned for its rigorous forms, exquisite coloring, and profound cultural connotations.
