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Abstract

As an important symbol of Eastern art, Chinese landscape painting is not only a visual representation form, but also a deep spiritual
expression. The spirit of literati, as the soul and core value of landscape painting, runs through the entire process of painting
conception, brush and ink application, and artistic conception creation. This article takes the spirit of literati as the research core,
explores its aesthetic orientation and cultural connotation in the generation of landscape painting imagery, and analyzes how literati
painters achieve the integration of nature and soul through personality cultivation, ideological realm, and ink and brush interest.
The article elaborates on how the spirit of literati is transformed into aesthetic and cultural symbols in landscape painting from three
levels: historical evolution, artistic expression, and contemporary value, and presents new vitality in the modern context. Research
suggests that the spirit of literati not only shapes the unique aesthetic pattern of Chinese landscape painting, but also provides a
spiritual pivot and cultural foundation for contemporary artistic creation, and is an important ideological resource for achieving the
modern transformation of traditional art.
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
