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Freeze Frame: Emotional Expression and Eternal Value
of Oil Painting Creation from the Perspective of Concrete
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Abstract

This article focuses on the emotional expression of the oil painting creation “Freeze Frame”, using figurative expressionism as the
theoretical framework to explore its artistic characteristics, contemporary value, and practical applications. Concrete expressionist
painting takes Husserl’s phenomenology as its theoretical source, integrates Eastern philosophical ideas, and through critical
inheritance of traditional realistic painting and reflection on modern art, pursues the true expression of individual spirit, emphasizing
reflection on human nature and humanistic care. Its contemporaneity is reflected in breaking through the binary opposition between
concreteness and expressive art, focusing on exploring the essence of things and real experiences, capturing the essence of things in
an instant, and endowing them with eternal meaning. In creative practice, combining the works of representative painters of figurative
expressionism in China and the West such as Yang Junjun and Freud, and drawing on Yang Junjun’s color collision technique and
Freud’s stroke emotion creation method, using “Freeze Frame” as a practical carrier, the color configuration and stroke language of
figurative expressionism are used to freeze the moment of character expression, sublimating fleeting emotions into artistic expressions
with eternal value, providing new ideas for emotional narrative and visual exploration in contemporary oil painting creation.
