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Abstract

Ancient Chinese cities placed profound emphasis on ethical order in their planning philosophy. Both urban layouts and residential site
selections reflected ethical principles in their construction. These principles offer valuable insights for modern urban development:
exploring the humanistic values embedded in historical cities to build future-oriented human-centric cities; studying the diversity
principles of historical urban landscapes to construct modern resilient cities; and establishing ecological construction principles to
develop eco-friendly cities.
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
