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Abstract

In the digital media context, the dissemination form and cultural connotation of traditional music are undergoing profound reshaping.
As an important representative of Chinese folk music, the re-emergence of suona in short video platforms not only demonstrates the
regenerative ability of local art but also reveals the symbolic transformation logic of rural culture in digital dissemination. Based on
the theories of cultural semiotics and media anthropology, this paper explores the image construction, dissemination mechanism, and
re-creation path of suona in short videos. Through the analysis of cases on multiple platforms, it is found that the reproduction of
suona has undergone a transformation from ritualistic performance to entertainment symbols, and from regional cultural symbols to
symbols shared by the entire society. Its dissemination process reflects the interaction mechanism between traditional art and digital
technology, and also reflects the contemporary society’s re-consideration and consumption tendency of “folkness” and “localness”.
The digital dissemination of suona is not only a product of media form change but also a mirror of cultural identity structure and
social psychological evolution.
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
