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Abstract

This study compares the emotional mechanisms of *Faces, Villages* and *Dolphin Bay*, revealing that documentary resonance
requires a tripartite synergy of ethical concern, aesthetic strategies, and empathetic pathways. *Faces* employs participatory
observation and poetic storytelling to evoke reverence for ordinary lives, while *Dolphin Bay* leverages covert observation and
sensory impact to ignite moral outrage. Despite their stark differences in narrative approaches (sporadic flow vs. precise pacing) and
emotional intensity (immersive vs. explosive delivery), both works collectively champion the dignity of the “invisible,” affirming
documentaries’ ultimate role as “carriers of emotional education.”
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
