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The Continuation Path of the Color System of Dunhuang
Murals in Contemporary Chinese Painting Creation

Abstract

expressive methods, and aesthetic consciousness, demonstrating timeless expansiveness and creativity. This provides significant
insights for the deepening of the color system in Chinese painting.
