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Research on the practice of new path of peer education
in colleges and universities -- Take the “ideological and
political assistant” of the Party Committee of Guangdong
Ocean University as an example
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Abstract

Since the 19th National Congress of the CPC, the reform of ideological and political education in Guangdong Ocean University has
achieved remarkable results. However, there are still problems such as the lack of pertinence in educational content, the deficiency
in the affinity of methods, and the insufficiency in the innovation of means.
