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Practical exploration of ideological and political education
teaching reform in colleges and universities based on the
concept of OBE
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Abstract

The concept of OBE emphasizes the orientation of student development outcomes, which provides a new idea for the reform of
ideological and political teaching in colleges and universities. At present, there are outstanding problems in ideological and political
education, such as vague goals, single methods, and lagging evaluation, which restrict the effectiveness of educating people. This
paper constructs a three-in-one teaching system of knowledge transfer, ability training, and value shaping from the three aspects of
goal setting, content reconstruction, and evaluation innovation, proposes improvement strategies such as modular curriculum design,
contextualized teaching methods, and process evaluation tools, and explores the establishment of a closed-loop mechanism of “teaching
design, implementation feedback, and continuous optimization”, so as to provide practical reference for promoting the transformation
of ideological and political courses from theoretical indoctrination to ability cultivation.
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
