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Abstract

As educational reforms advance, vocational education is increasingly drawing attention from society and the government. Secondary
vocational education, as a crucial pathway for cultivating technical and skilled talents, directly impacts the development of the nation
and society. In secondary vocational education, class management and the cultivation of students ‘autonomous learning abilities
are key factors in improving teaching quality. Refined management, an important concept in modern educational administration,
emphasizes starting from the details, promoting students’ all-round development through reasonable organization, management,
and service. This paper combines the actual situation of refined class management in secondary vocational education to explore the
role of refined management strategies in enhancing students ‘autonomous learning abilities. The study finds that by optimizing class
management processes, strengthening teacher-student interaction, and implementing personalized tutoring, not only can the efficiency
of class management be improved, but also the cultivation of students’ autonomous learning abilities can be effectively promoted,
providing valuable references for the reform and development of secondary vocational education.
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
