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Abstract

Classroom teaching is the primary channel for achieving ideological and political guidance. The Situation and Policy course serves as
a crucial platform for students to learn about the Party’s innovative theories and the successful cases of the great changes in the new
era. To address issues such as students’ lack of interest, low participation, and static evaluation methods in the Situation and Policy
course, this study explores pathways for teaching reform. Guided by the OBE philosophy and focusing on learning outcomes, the
course integrates situational, problem-based, and task-based learning to enhance students’ motivation to learn. Using Hebei Oriental
College as a case study, the paper systematically outlines the writing of teaching objectives, the design of the teaching process,
and the implementation of application evaluation rubrics, refining the teaching process to provide a reference for the reform of the
Situation and Policy course.
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
