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Abstract

Against the backdrop of “New Liberal Arts” reform and the comprehensive advancement of ideological-political education in
university curricula, how to achieve the synergy of language instruction, value orientation, and interdisciplinary integration
during the teaching practicum of college English pre-service teachers has become a crucial issue in curriculum reform. This
paper takes the practicum experiences of the 2023 cohort of pre-service English teachers at Langfang Normal University as a
case study, exploring the application of task-driven teaching design and its deep integration mechanism with ideological-political
goals. Drawing on theories of task-based teaching, the philosophy of curriculum-based ideological-political education, and
interdisciplinary integration, and using qualitative case analysis, this study systematically examines the logic of task design, value-
guiding mechanisms, and student outcomes. The findings show that task-driven teaching, through authentic contexts, multimodal
expression, and interdisciplinary resource integration, effectively stimulates student engagement and sense of identity, enabling the
coordinated construction of both knowledge and values. Finally, the paper proposes design principles and practical suggestions for
interdisciplinary ideological-political teaching tasks, providing reference for cultivating comprehensive competence and a sense of
educational mission in pre-service English teachers in the new era.
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
