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Abstract

The Four-People Doctrine proposed in this paper deeply integrates the ideal vision of the ancient Chinese “Great Harmony Society”
with the achievements of world civilization. On the basis of inheriting and developing communism and Sun Yat-sen’s Three
Principles of the People, it organically integrates the Chinese dragon culture and the essence of traditional civilization. The theory
constructs its system in three forms (Nationalism, Min Tong Doctrine, People’s Livelihood Doctrine, and National Soul Doctrine;
