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Abstract

Against the backdrop of the continuous deepening of the new curriculum reform, core literacy, as an important concept of curriculum
reform, is leading the deep transformation of teaching concepts and practical methods in various disciplines. As an important
component of music curriculum, high school vocal teaching often neglects the cultivation of students’ comprehensive music literacy
under the traditional teaching mode that focuses on skill imparting. Starting from the connotation of core literacy and combining with
the current reality of high school vocal teaching, this article analyzes the limitations and deviations in current teaching, and proposes
a reconstruction path for high school vocal teaching mode based on “aesthetic perception, artistic expression, cultural understanding,
and practical innovation”. Research suggests that only systematic innovation in curriculum concepts, teaching methods, teaching
content, and evaluation mechanisms can truly achieve the transformation of vocal music teaching from a “knowledge and skill
oriented” to a “literacy and ability oriented” approach. The article aims to provide practical theoretical basis and path guidance for the
reform and development of high school vocal teaching through practical case analysis and strategy exploration.
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
