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The influence of context reproduction clue orientation on the
communicative willingness and synergy effect of continuation
writing after high school English reading
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Abstract

This paper focuses on the teaching of continuation writing after reading in high school English, exploring the mechanism of the
context-reproducing tile-oriented teaching model on students’ communication willingness and synergy. Based on the context theory
and the synergy effect theory, and by using the experimental research method, taking two parallel classes in the second year of high
school as the objects, through a semester of comparative teaching, it was found that: The experimental class utilized multimedia
resources, role-playing and other contextual reproduction methods, combined with text structure analysis, implicit information mining
and other tile-oriented strategies, which increased students’ communication willingness by 30%. The frequency of speaking and the
depth of content in group cooperation were significantly better than those of the control class. The average score of the continuation
composition was 5 points higher, and they performed better in language accuracy and plot coherence. Research has confirmed that
this teaching model stimulates the desire to express by constructing a real context and promotes the collision of thoughts through clue
reasoning, providing empirical basis and practical path for the teaching reform of continuation writing after reading in high school
English.
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
