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Abstract

This study examines the social integration status and influencing factors of deaf college students, analyzing five dimensions:
residential and economic integration, cultural integration, social adaptation, structural integration, and identity recognition. The
research reveals that the social integration of deaf students is significantly influenced by family socioeconomic background, early
education experiences, and hearing ability differences, leading to supply-demand mismatches in the job market. Their interpersonal
relationships exhibit group characteristics, with regional sign language variations and communication barriers making online
platforms crucial information support channels. Emotional support primarily relies on family and peer networks, while employment
support depends on national policy incentives and school career training programs. The study finds that the social support network
for deaf college students remains relatively loose with low interpersonal intensity, necessitating coordinated efforts from families,
schools, and enterprises to enhance their social integration.
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
