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Abstract

In the new era, strengthening the development of Party branch secretaries in higher education institutions and implementing the
“Dual Leaders” cultivation program for university faculty Party branch secretaries are crucial. These initiatives effectively enhance
organizational capacity and combat effectiveness within Party branches, thereby improving grassroots Party building quality.
