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Research on the innovative mode of integrating script Killing
into foreign language teaching in colleges and universities
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Abstract

Traditional foreign language teaching has the problem of “attaching importance to knowledge but neglecting ability”, so it is often
difficult for students to apply their language knowledge to practical communication. In view of the limitations of traditional foreign
language teaching mode, this paper puts forward an innovative mode of integrating script killing into foreign language teaching
in colleges and universities. Through empirical research, the effectiveness of this model in improving students’ language ability,
reducing learning anxiety and enhancing cross-cultural communication awareness is verified. This paper constructs a trinity teaching
framework of “immersion-interaction-task-driven”, and develops a graded teaching script and evaluation system, which provides a
new idea for foreign language teaching reform.
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
