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Practical Research on “One-Stop” Student Community Cultural
Education: Taking the “Shuren Home” of Yangxunqiao Campus
of Zhejiang Shuren University as an Example
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Abstract

With the continuous advancement of the “all-round education” concept in colleges and universities, building student communities
with complete functions and contemporary characteristics has become an important issue in ideological and political work in colleges
and universities.
