Abstract

Grounded in educational philosophy and moral psychology, this study critically examines prevalent issues in contemporary moral
education practices, including the “one-size-fits-all” approach, “haste-for-haste”” mentality, and excessive focus on superficial forms
over substantive substance. The research identifies the neglect of individual developmental stages and context-dependent pseudo-
moral education as key factors contributing to its limited effectiveness. Building upon Kohlberg’s Theory of Moral Development,
student-centered pedagogy, and activity-motivation theory, we propose a “tailored-to-individual needs and situational adaptation”
paradigm for moral education. This framework advocates transforming standardized approaches into ecologically adaptive practices
through dynamic assessments, context-specific instruction, and home-school collaboration, ultimately cultivating individuals with
self-directed moral character.
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
